There are two types of fake
news:

1. Stories that are not true. Theseare all made up stories,
meant to make people believe something is fake, to buy
a certain product, or to visit a certain website.

2. Storiesthat have some truth, but are not
100% accurate. For example, a journalist
guotes only a part of what a politician says,
giving a false impression of their meaning.
Again, this may be deliberate, to convince
readers of a certain point of view, or it may
be the result of an innocent mistake. In any
case, it quickly attracts an audience and can .

become ingrained as an "urban myth".



Types of false
Information

Clickbait -These are stories that are
deliberately fabricated

Propaganda- Stories that are created to
deliberately mislead the public,

Satire / Parody - fake news for entertainment
and parody

Carelessjournalism - journalists can publish a
story with uncertain information or without
verifying all the facts

Misleading headlines- Stories that are not
completely false can be distorted using
misleading or sensationalist titles
